Parking conditions

ONEPARK s.r.0. (hereinafter “Parking Operator”] and the Driver of the vehicle enter into a contract for
use of parking space [hereinafter “Parking Contract”), which is in accordance with law and
regulations and based on standard terms and conditions. The Parking Contract conditions are shown
on the information board in the car park and/or on the payment machine [hereinafter “Parking
Conditions”). By stating the Parking Conditions, the Parking Operator makes a proposal for entering
into the Parking Contract. Upon parking the vehicle in the car park, the Driver is considered to have
agreed to the Parking Conditions and entered into the Parking Contract. The Parking Contract is
considered not entered into if the Driver stops parking immediately and leaves the car park.

The Driver is obliged to pay a parking fee to the Parking Operator. The parking fee applies 24 hours a
day, 7 days a week. Applicable tariffs, payment conditions, payment options and instructions are
shown on the payment machine or signs.

The Driver is required to accurately display or record the starting time of the parking period. A clearly
readable sign that allows for checking and verifying payment must be placed on the dashboard in a
place visible from the outside of the windscreen. The Driver must remove the car from the car park by
the expiry of period for which the Driver has made payment.

Only registered vehicles that are safe and do not influence the environment or surroundings
negatively may be parked in the car park.

The Driver is responsible for the use of the car park, hereunder parking and driving. The Parking
Operator cannot be held liable for any damage caused to the vehicle during use of the car park.

The Driver must use the car park prudently and according to its intended purpose, i.e. paid parking of
vehicles. The car must not be parked in a way that reduces potential utilization of the car park and
parking spaces and impedes traffic. Parking is only allowed within marked spaces [one vehicle may
occupy one parking space] in accordance with signs, markings, road marks and the Parking
Operator's conditions.

A penalty fee in the amount of CZK 1 500 has to be paid by any violator of the Parking Conditions. If
the violation does not cease within 24 hours of a penalty fee, the Parking Operator has the right to
issue another penalty fee. Payment of penalty fees does not substitute for payment of the parking
fee. The penalty fee has to be paid within 14 days of the time it was issued. In addition to the penalty
fee, the Parking Operator has the right to claim compensation for infringement.

The Parking Operator has the right to remove a vehicle at the Driver's risk and expense if the Parking
Conditions have been violated, if the vehicle is parked so it may cause significant damagg, if the
vehicle is blocking other car park users or blocking users from driving in the car park, in cases
provided by legislation or in cases of public interest.

In the event of violation of the Parking Conditions, the Parking Operator has the right, at the Driver's
expense, to restrict use of the vehicle [such as the use of wheel locks] until the parking fee, penalty
fee or other similar fees have been paid, or until the fee for removal of the car from the car park have
been paid.

The Parking Operator has the right to assume that the owner of the vehicle or authorized user is the
Driver of the car and a party to the Parking Contract.
